
 It is Wednesday, August 16, in the middle of 
the somewhat strange weather we’ve been hav-
ing, with more rain than usual, lots of clouds, and 
dramatic, gorgeous sunrises and sunsets.
 In the office chitchat today, I overheard conver-
sation about a hurricane, and then more spe-
cifically a hurricane threatening California and 
several western states. Kathryn showed me a 
weather map of Southern California (SoCal), with 
color coded threat levels. The highest level was 
basically the entire Mojave Desert, on the east 
and north side of the mountains. That means us!  
The basin down below was color coded for the 
second highest threat. 
 I was stunned. A hurricane (aka tropical storm 
as they call them in the Pacific Ocean) in SoCal? 
That’s always been unthinkable! I’ve always sat 
here in my cozy little desert enclave, secure from 
hurricanes, tornadoes, huge floods, and huge 
fires, watching in sorrow as others suffer those 
catastrophes. Think Hawaii, of all places! Who 
would ever think an historic town in Maui would 
burn to the ground and kill dozens of people 
before they could escape the fast-moving fire??
 Those events seem so odd, so out of the 
ordinary. So many things are out of the ordinary. 
It’s hard to keep up. Our formerly “normal”, even-
paced world feels like the deck of a ship rocking 
violently on a stormy sea, and it’s all we can do 
to keep steady on our feet. 
 Consider these things that came to my phone 
in just one day, via the Telegram channel of Amir 
Tsarfati, my favorite Bible and prophecy teacher, 
who is an Israeli Jewish Believer in Jesus the 
Messiah. As a former Israeli Defense Forces 
officer, he has contacts who feed him information 
and video of events all around the world, and 
then he keeps us up to date by posting it on his 
Telegram channel. (I highly recommend you avail 
yourself of his channel.)
 So in this one day (plus a little from the 15th 
and 17th), he has reported these events.
• FLOOD -- Massive landslide in India due to 
excessive rain.
• WAR – New submarine launched by Israel car-
rying nuclear-armed missiles.
• ISLAM vs. CHRISTIANITY – Christian church-
es in Pakistan attacked, burned, destroyed in 
response to Swedes burning pages of the Koran.
• TERRORISM – Israel bombs an explosives 
lab in Nablus, Judea-Samaria
• FLOOD – huge rainstorm in Oman (Persian Gulf)
• WAR – Lithuania closes 2 border crossings with 
Belarus due to pending war and immigration crisis
• WAR – Russian drones attack a Ukrainian port 
across the Danube from Romania
• TYRANNY – a fourth indictment in Georgia 
against President Trump, published on the internet 
before issued by the DA. Total charges against 
Trump = 91, mostly fictitious and unfounded.
• WAR – Ukraine excluded from G20 Summit.
• FINANCIAL IMPLOSION – Syrian lira lost 60% 
of value in a month.
• CHAOS – Lebanon has no 
power since remaining two 
power plants have no cash 
and banks won’t loan to them. 
Beirut Airport operating on gen-
erator power, until fuel gone.
• TYRANNY – Amir’s little 
poll (28608 respondents) 
“Will there be U.S. elections 
in November 2024?” hovers 
around 50% Yes and 50% 
No.  We have lost confidence 
in our government.
• FLOOD – Massive flash 
floods in South Tyrol, Italy.
• FIRES – huge wildfire on 
Spanish island of Tenerife. 
(And don’t forget huge fire 
on Maui.)
• SHEER EVIL – Princeton 
hires former State Dept. offi-
cial who was fired for passing 
classified information to Iran.
• FLOOD? -- Tropical Storm 
Hilary forming in eastern Pa-
cific, and looks to hit South-
ern California on Saturday 
thru Monday, 8/19-8/21.
• UNREST – Iranian Metro 
workers on strike for wages 
now being diverted to nuclear 
projects.
• FLOOD – Frankfurt, Ger-
many, airport badly flooded.
 These things all happened 
on one day, with a couple of 
exceptions at the top of the list!
 As you well know, the 
U.S. has fallen over a cliff, 
losing our basic liberties, 
values, family structure and 
morality due to a years-
long campaign by the left to 
destroy this nation. We need 
to fight back, and unfortu-
nately, the reactions of us 
grassroots folks are being 
bottled up until something 
comes along to light the 
fuse that will blow things sky 
high.
