
 When you were a kid, and one of your 
brothers or sisters broke something, and 
then somehow or other you ended up being 
blamed, how did that make you feel? I bet 
you felt something between annoyance and 
outrage that the so-and-so got away with it 
and you are the one being punished!
 How about now, when we see rioters 
who burn and destroy entire downtowns of 
many cities get no punishment at all, but 
some good guy trying to defend his town 
gets arrested, sued, and put through hell, 
just for doing the right thing? Does it make 
you mad? Does if fry you to see that hap-
pen? It fries me, for sure!
 Or how about the J6 (January 6, 2021 
protest against the election at the Capitol 
in D.C.) participants who have been held in 
jail for over 3 years, in terrible conditions, 
without access to what actual criminals 
have access to?

Resurrec-
tion Day says it all! Make the exchange with 
God and all the bad stuff will no longer be 
held against you!
