
 Did you see it? By the time you read this, 
of course, you will have forgotten the “it” 
you were supposed to see. Or you sorta 
saw it but didn’t really notice it. Really? You 
really need to learn to NOTICE stuff!

Have you ever seen such a thing? I sure 
haven’t.
 It was at about 7:30pm on Wednesday 
evening, 3/20/24. I overheard someone 
mention seeing lightning in the cloud, so I 
went out to look. I love the play of lightning 
in clouds, with brilliant fl ashes highlight-
ing the fl uffy edges and depths of cloud 
clusters.

of thin cloud-va-
por had just 
veiled it every so 
slightly. I tried to 
take a picture of 
that, and I hope 
that Debbie, our 
graphic artist, was able to enhance it so 
you can see the edges of the veil, as I did.
 I love these occasional heavenly surpris-
es, some manmade but most created by 
God. The ancients placed much stock in 
signs from heaven, from the movement of 
the stars, eclipses, and weather-related 
phenomena. Since we have professional 
astronomers, physicists, and Dallas Raines
